Objectives:  
Some of the course objectives are to:


• understand the concepts of definite and indefinite integral


• learn and use rules and formulas for computing integrals


• use integrals to solve applied problems:  area, volume, arc length, differential equations, work


• learn and use tests for convergence of infinite sequences and series of numbers


• represent functions as Taylor series, and understand their relation to calculus operations


• develop a theory of 3D geometry and vectors, preparatory to calculus of several variables

Of course, the primary objective is to learn the material in the chapters above!

Homework:
There is no way to learn calculus without doing lots of homework problems in order to become adept at the many methods and techniques of the subject. Homework will be assigned weekly, using the web-based WeBWorK system, which allows you to attempt each problem as many times as you like, and gives immediate feedback as to whether your answers are correct. Your WeBWorK class is at https://webwork.math.uga.edu/webwork2/Boe_2260. Some homework problems may also be assigned from the book and collected in class; these will be checked for completion and occasionally for correctness of your solutions. It is always advisable to work as many additional problems from the book as you have time for.
