NOTE:  It will be important to pay close attention to instructions given in class regarding the testing system.

The lowest 2 homework assignment grades will be dropped, (these include zeros due to missed work).
Daily work in this class is critical!  I will make assignments, (not graded), from the text which are coordinated to help you with your Jexam work. We will usually have some time at the beginning of class to discuss assigned problems. If you find you are having trouble completing the assigned exercises make sure to come to office hours or get help from the available outside campus resources.  Remember, the best way to keep up with this class is to be working on the material daily.
