JExam
Go to the Math 1113 homepage, choose Practice Tests, Practice Test Software, Recommended Installation (for Windows). When using an EITS, JExam is located under ‘Instructor Software’. All online homework and tests will be given via JExam. 
Online Homework
Each online homework contains ten problems and is due at 11:55pm on the due date. Homework due dates are posted on the Math 1113 homepage under the “Homework” link. You are in Group IV. Please do the homework early and not wait until 11:54pm to submit your homework. You may take as much time to do the homework as you wish before the due date and you are advised to use your book, class notes. You may “attempt” your homework 3 times before submitting it. This will grade your homework and tell you which problems you answered incorrectly. Your first attempt is your only chance to make 100% on the homework. Your second one will allow you to score up to 75%, and your third one will allow you to score up to 60%. Your three lowest homework grades will be dropped.
Practice Tests
90% of your grade will be determined by computer tests and online homework. It is important that you become very familiar with the computer testing system as soon as possible. Practice tests are available to help you prepare for the tests. These contain practice problems from the homework in each section of the book. It is suggested that students read the pertinent section in the book and look at the formulas and examples there before working on the practice tests and homework. It should be noted that the tests for this semester will probably contain some problems from the homework as well as problems from the practice tests. There will also be questions on tests that are on neither the practice tests nor on the homework.
