Course Description:
This course is designed to prepare a student for calculus.  It is the culmination of the study of function prior to calculus.  The complete content list can be found on the web at http://www.math.uga.edu/undergraduate/1113.pdf.  See the appended list of suggested homework problems to see the sections of Swokowski/Cole we will cover.

REQUIREMENTS: There is a prerequisite of placement into Math 1113.  PROMPT, COMPLETE ATTENDANCE is expected at all classes. Professional courtesy toward your instructor and your classmates is expected.  Tests may be made up in the event of University of Georgia athletics (arrangements in advance only) or documented illness.  There is no makeup of quizzes; there are scores dropped instead.
WEDNESDAYS:  Due to the amount of time we meet per week, I will not require attendance on Wednesdays.  You should use these days as “catch up” days.  I will be in the classroom during these Wednesdays, and you should feel free to come in if you want additional help.  Moreover, some of our tests (Test 1, Test 3) will be on Thursdays so it would be a good idea to come in that Wednesday for some last minute help.
GRADING POLICY:  There will be four tests and one cumulative final.

TESTS: Five tests are scheduled and there will be 11 online quizzes.  The comprehensive final exam is scheduled by YOU during finals week.

All tests are taken on computer in Boyd GSRC rooms 220 and 324.  Tests are taken outside of class time during the hours 9 a.m. - 10 p.m., no admittance after 10 p.m.  A picture ID is required to take each test.  Each student must go to the Math 1113 website to register for a time to take each test.  Make-up tests will be given only in the case of unavoidable absences (usually illness), with written documentation.  It is the responsibility of the student to contact me as soon as possible and definitely before the next attended class meeting to make appropriate arrangements for making up any missed test.  In order to make-up the final exam, documentation must be provided. 

GROUP WORK:  We will be doing daily group work the entire semester.  This group work will count towards 7% of your semester average, so it is vital that you keep up with the daily work.  Roughly every week, you will be placed into groups of three or four students.  As such, your class attendance is vital to each group.

An absence will result in your group work grade for that week to be docked by five points, unless a valid written excuse is presented to me within three days of the absence.  You will be allowed four such “excused” absences the entire semester.  Any absence after your forth excused absence will automatically result in the five point deduction.
