Using Pattern Blocks to Understand Area
1. Get out one yellow hexagon. How many triangles does it take to cover the surface of the hexagon without any gaps or overlaps? Sketch a picture to explain your answer below.

2. How many blue rhombuses does it take to cover the hexagon without any gaps or overlaps? Sketch a picture to explain your answer below.

3. Make a design out of four red trapezoids. How many triangles does it take to cover the surface of your design? Remember that no matter what type of design you create, you should only count the number of triangles that fit exactly on top of the trapezoids with no gaps or overlaps. Sketch a picture to explain your answer below.

4. Study the shape below. How many triangles would it take to cover the design completely, without gaps or overlaps? You can create this design with your own pattern blocks to help you. Explain your answer.
